A. Everyone participating in Club trips must be a current member of the LSSCI INITIAL
B. Everyone participating in club trips must be at least 18 years of age, unless accompanied by a Parent/Legal Guardian.
C. Registration for all club trips involving overnight stays, payment, or common transportation, must include this registration form and
the initial deposit. Deposits shall be made by check made payable to the Lebanon Ski and Sport Club, Inc.
D. Everyone under 21 years of age must abide by all state laws governing alcoholic beverage consumption. Any individual under 21
years of age who consumes alcoholic beverages or any club member, who furnishes any individual under the age of 21 with alcoholic
beverages, shall be prohibited from participating in any additional club trips.
